The Naval Logistics Library (NLL) was created as the central link in the management of the Navy publications supply chain.  The NLL contains Navy publication knowledge management features and provides supply support for Navy publications, instructions, directives, technical manuals, forms, and other digital documents.  
Vision:

To become the Navy's "One Touch" website for Navy publications, leveraging best business practices to provide cost effective, timely and responsive support.

Description:

The NLL is the central catalog and ordering medium for Navy publications.  It’s main feature is the NAVSUP P2003, Navy Index of Publications, which is used by the Fleet and other customers worldwide to research and prepare orders for Navy publications and documents that are available through the supply system.  The NLL also contains a digital repository of unclassified NAVSUP documents.  There is a Public and a Government side to the site; and valid Username, Password and PKI certificate are required to enter the Government side.  The site contains:
