
Background:

Experts from NAVSUP, NAVICP, NAVSEA, SPAWAR and NAVSISA jointly developed the web-enabled Serial Number Tracking (SNT) system.  The system helps accurately assess declines in Naval Aviation readiness and provides valuable logistics and maintenance data on aviation and maritime components.  SNT collects data through various supply and maintenance systems as well as provides stakeholders access via a Virtual Shared Data Warehouse. System access will require a DoD PKI certificate beginning in FY05.
Vision:

Through closed-loop, cradle-to-grave tracking of maintenance critical, serialized components, the SNT System provides asset visibility and material status.  SNT also presents live, up-to-date supply, transportation, repair and maintenance data to users based on their query and report requests.  

Description:

The function of SNT is to offer the ability to track individual repairable weapons system components to its individual serial number, along with other current data such as NSN, part number or work unit code.  Serial number tracking of assets is critical to inventory validity, spare part procurement decisions and the financial integrity of Navy inventory management.

This level of visibility is invaluable for managing warranties, retrograde tracking reliability, isolating ILS deficiencies and globally locating individual assets.  In addition, SNT provides the ability to assess depot performance, fleet screen simplification, rogue item identification, reduction in carcass loss, accurate reliability tracking, part life usage determination, plus many others.

Information technology advancements and the power of the Internet are the capability components for having such a seamless, enterprise-wide solution.  Two forms of Automatic Identification Technology (AIT) are being used:  bar codes and contact memory buttons (CMBs).  Where only nameplate data is a requirement, bar codes can be used.   A CMB has up to 32K of memory, allowing for data storage, protection and multiple usages.
