RADM (Sel.) Maguire to become NAVSUP's Vice Commander

     Rear Admiral (sel.) William J. Maguire, Supply Corps, United States Navy, was recently selected to become Vice Commander, Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP). He will replace RADM Linda Bird who is moving to a position on the Chief of Naval Operations staff in Washington, D.C., in March 2001. 

     Maguire currently serves as NAVSUP's Deputy Commander for Fleet Logistics Operations.

     The Vice Commander is the principal deputy to the Commander, NAVSUP. As NAVSUP Vice Commander, Maguire will also head the Department of the Navy e-Business Operations Office, also located at Mechanicsburg. He will be promoted to Rear Admiral (lower half) on February 1st.

Maguire entered the Navy after graduating from Mount Saint Mary's College in 1974, where he earned a Bachelor of Science degree, magna cum laude, in economics. He completed Naval Officer Candidate School and became a member of the Navy Supply Corps. Supply Corps officers are the Navy's business managers and Maguire's area of expertise is aviation logistics.  

     During his 26 years of naval service Maguire has had a wide range of tours including sea duty on the aircraft carriers USS Enterprise, USS Forrestal, and the USS America, as well as the amphibious assault ship USS Okinawa. His shore assignments have included duty in increasing responsible positions in California, Philadelphia, Pa., at the Pentagon, and at NAVSUP Headquarters.   

     Maguire's military awards include the Legion of Merit, five Meritorious Service Medals, the Joint Service Commendation Medal, two Navy Commendation Medals, a Navy Achievement Medal, and various unit and campaign ribbons.  

     Maguire and his wife, the former Katia Susana Arias are the parents of two daughters, Karla Emanuelle Maguire, a student at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, and Katia Cristina Maguire, a student at the University of Virginia.
