Current Navy postal information is now available at a new web site, accessible through the Naval Supply System Command's (NAVSUP) home page (http://www.navsup.navy.mil).

The new web site offers a list of U.S. Postal Service (USPS), Department of Defense and Navy postal forms and directives authorized for use at Navy post offices and official mail centers.  The site also contains copies of Naval messages with information from biweekly USPS Postal Bulletins, and the new automated Postal Directory program can be downloaded from the site.  In addition, Navy postal clerks will find a link to enlisted career development information.

Postal personnel serving stateside, shipboard, or overseas can find office phone numbers

for postal personnel in key positions, organizational structure information, and standard subject codes for correspondence.

"A feature that all Navy postal clerks will appreciate is the ability to link to the Chief of Naval Education and Training Web site to review current requirements necessary to prepare for advancement," said Alan Hass, Navy postal systems management specialist at NAVSUP.
