Propane tanks banned from service members' HHG shipments

The Military Traffic Management Command recently banned the shipment of propane tanks with service members' personal property household goods (HHG). This action was taken because the tanks pose an explosion and fire hazard while stored in moving vans. 

Beginning 1 May,  commercial carriers are no longer authorized to accept any type of propane tank, including purged tanks in government HHG shipments. The Defense Travel Regulation will be changed to reflect the ban. 

Agreements for movement of HHG shipments between Installation Transportation Offices or service members made prior to 1 May to ship purged propane tanks are authorized. Shipments containing purged propane tanks that are already picked up and are either in storage or enroute will be delivered.

Service members may contact propane dealers for disposal instructions.
