NAVSUP claimancy employees among Admiral Stan Arthur Award winners for 2001

Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP) employees were among the winners in three of the five recently announced 2001 Admiral Stan Arthur awards for logistics excellence. 

The Admiral Stan Arthur awards recognize military and civilian logisticians who epitomize excellence in logistics planning and execution.  A flag/Senior Executive Service panel reviewed candidates and selected winners based on innovations which merit special recognition.  


Lieutenant Commander Peter G. Stamatopoulos, Supply Corps, U.S. Navy, executive assistant to the Vice Commander, NAVSUP is the 2001 military logistician of the year.  LCDR Stamatopoulos is being cited for his efforts while assigned to Commander, Logistics Forces, US Naval Central Command, Commander Task Force 53.  As operations air/sea replenishment officer, LCDR Stamatopoulos designed an automatic data base program to manage afloat and shore commodity inventories and an issue directive program.  These efforts provided battle force logistics coordinators with improved inventory sharing, asset visibility, and requisition referral capabilities. As a result, workload was removed from Combat Logistics Force ships and distribution of theater assets was optimized.


The 2001 acquisition logistics team of the year is the SMART Transportation Solution Team, from the Naval Transportation Support Center and Naval Inventory Control Point (NAVICP).  This team developed an advanced planning and scheduling system (SMART Transportation Solution) to perform transportation functions for logistics contracts that are beginning to feature the new performance based logistics support strategy.  This team's system has resulted in improved same day shipping service to vendors and near 100 percent in-transit shipment visibility.  Process improvements include a reduction in misrouted shipments, shipment losses, and cost savings associated with direct overseas shipping.


The joint logistics team of the year is the Auxiliary Power Unit (APU) Total Logistics Support Team, composed of members from Naval Air Systems Command, Naval Aviation Depot Cherry Point, N.C., and NAVICP Philadelphia.  The team formed and executed a performance based logistics support strategy for these systems that reduced customer wait times from 35 days to 9 days.  Further, team efforts resulted in a 30-percent increase (65 percent to 95 percent) in APU inventory supply material availability.


The other winners are Mr. Billy W. Bruner, Jr., logistics management specialist, in the ship material and readiness division, Naval Air Systems Command, named civilian logistician of the year; and the Maritime Logistics Data Network functional support team composed of members from USS Harry Truman and Commander, Naval Air Forces Atlantic, named the operational logistics team of the year.

The awards for 2001 are $5,000 for the military logistician of the year; $5,000 for the civilian logistician of the year; and $10,000 for each team to share among the team members.  An awards ceremony is scheduled at the Pentagon in late June 2002.


NAVSUP's primary mission is to provide U.S. naval forces with quality supplies and services. With headquarters in Mechanicsburg, Pa., and employing a worldwide work force of more than 26,000 military and civilian personnel, NAVSUP oversees logistics programs in the areas of supply operations, conventional ordnance, contracting, resale, fuel, transportation, and security assistance.  In addition, NAVSUP is responsible for quality of life issues for our naval forces, including food service, postal services, Navy Exchanges, and movement of household goods.
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
