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NAVSUP activity wins American Society of Military Comptrollers award

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     The Naval Inventory Control Point (NAVICP), the largest field activity of the Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP), received the American Society of Military Comptrollers Award in June for launching the Department of Defense's first internet-based commercial credit card merchant system. The team was cited for demonstrating that commercial banking sector practices may be used in Department of Navy business operations. 

     By allowing fleet customers to pay their annual Standard Automated Logistics Tool Set (SALTS) fees with the government purchase card online directly to SALTS Central, they showed that burdensome paper-driven payment systems can be eliminated opening the door to increasing sales, productivity, and worker efficiency. Using this system, online transactions are approved in real-time, and the customer receives an immediate confirmation in the form of an electronic invoice.

 Additional benefits include reducing cash collection time from an average of 180 days to two days and streamlining accounting processes. Costs for the Merchant Credit Card Program versus the traditional reimbursable process yielded savings at a ratio of 2 to1.

SALTS provides the Department of Defense with a means of moving logistical and administrative data from a single point of entry to a wide host of databases and data services worldwide with a single login and password.
