DON eBusiness Operations Office announces second round of 2002 pilot projects


The Department of the Navy (DON) eBusiness Operations Office has funded the second round of eBusiness pilot projects for fiscal year 2002.


The six pilot projects in this round brings to 13 the total number of pilots funded this fiscal year. 


The second round pilot projects include the "Web-based Planeside Assessment Tool/Electronic Readiness Integrated Improvement Program," for Commander, Naval Air Force, U.S. Pacific Fleet, which uses a web-based platform to consolidate data into a seamless end-to-end process for managing logistics information.  The "Military Flight Operational Quality Assurance," for the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Navy (Safety), will use data recording devices to collect flight data for analysis and comparison.  "Unit Level Ammunition Scorecard," for the U.S. Marine Corps, will provide unit-level status and reporting capability using web-based and wireless functionality.  "Training Oriented User Resource Scheduling Fleet Replenishment Scheduler," for the Chief of Naval Education and Training, will adapt the Navy’s Fleet Training Scheduler to produce more efficient scheduling, personnel utilization and resource allocation.  The "USMC Warfighter Portal," for the USMC Systems Command, is a web-based front-end system that will enable Marines to order all supplies and logistics services while either in garrison or deployed.  Finally, "Auto READ Digital Calibration," for the Naval Air Systems Command, will implement a database accessible via laptops and PDA's to automate data collection, analysis and reporting of aircraft maintenance.


The DON eBusiness Operations Office provides funding and consulting services for short-term, low-cost electronic business solutions relevant to the Navy and Marine Corps. The office maintains a list of the top 100 prospective pilots to be funded, which offer the greatest value to the DON. The projects are chosen based on their ranking on this list. Some of the criteria used to evaluate the pilot submissions encompass readiness, quality of life, quality of work life, executability, and technology.


Ideas for pilot projects may be submitted at any time for funding consideration by any government agency or employee authorized to conduct business with the DON. Funding is conducted on a continuous basis. The third round of 2002 pilot projects will be released in mid-July and the initial 2003 projects will be determined in the August or September timeframe of this year.
