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Innovative contract saves Navy over $2.3 million

 The Navy recently awarded a five-year contract to Fluke, Inc., of Everette, Wash., for approximately 1,500 200-MHz handheld digital oscilloscopes.  The Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP), through the Naval Inventory Control Point (NAVICP),  it's largest field activity, made the award.

The requirements contract includes a $150-per-item trade-in feature that the Navy may apply to the cost of a new oscilloscope when a used model is returned to the company. There are currently three models of handheld oscilloscopes used by the fleet and the Marine Corps that are available for trade-in for a new unit under this contract. 

The Navy will also receive a 42 percent discount from the commercial price of the handheld digital oscilloscopes. With the combined trade-in and discount, the Navy expects to save more than $2.3 million over the life of the contract.  

This contract is part of the General Purpose Electronic Test Equipment (GPETE) program, that provides electronic test equipment to fleet and shore activities through at least 60 long-term contracts. The NAVICP GPETE weapons systems team is actively exploring other trade-in candidates.


NAVSUP's primary mission is to provide U.S. naval forces with quality supplies and services. With headquarters in Mechanicsburg, Pa., and employing a worldwide work force of more than 9,000 military and civilian personnel, NAVSUP oversees logistics programs in the areas of supply operations, conventional ordnance, contracting, resale, fuel, transportation, and security assistance.  In addition, NAVSUP is responsible for quality of life issues for our naval forces, including food service, postal services, Navy Exchanges, and movement of household goods.
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
