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Navy Leave and Earnings Statements now available on line

    Active, reserve, and retired Navy service members may now view and print their Leave and Earning Statements (LES) on line. 

    Sailors who have access to the internet whether deployed or using a home computer can see their LESs when they are posted at the end of a pay month. Normally they would have to wait until the middle of the next month when hard copies of LESs, which will still be provided, are issued. 

    Service members can access the Employee/Member Self Service (E/MSS) system at http://emss.dfas.mil or http://www.dfas.mil/emss/.  LES's may be viewed by selecting the option from the account selection menu of E/MSS. 

    Personal identification numbers (PIN) are required to access E/MSS. Service members who do not have a PIN must obtain a new temporary PIN.  Instructions on how to do so are available by calling the Defense Finance and Accounting Service E/MSS customer service line at 1-800-390-2348, from 7 a.m. through 7:30 p.m., eastern time, Monday through Friday for additional assistance. The E/MSS web sites also contain instructions on how to establish a PIN.
