From 1981 to 1983 he served as Section Head of the Systems Operations Section of the Management Operations Division at the Naval Air Rework Facility, North Island, San Diego, CA.

     He came to NAVSUP headquarters in 1983. His assignments included Supply Systems Analyst in support of various physical distribution functions (1983-1984); Branch Head, Intensified Repairables Asset Management (IRAM) Program (1984-1985); Director, Navy LOGMARS Program Office

(1985-1987); Director, Material and Facilities Division (1988-1991); and Assistant Commander, Installations and Environment (1992-1993).  

     He was selected for the Senior Executive Service in 1994. Prior to his most recent position he served as NAVSUP Assistant Deputy Commander, Fleet Logistics Operations (1994-1998). 

     Mr. Glasco is the recipient of the 2000 Presidential Rank of Meritorious Executive Award.
