Tentative decision reached in NAVSUP headquarters admin support A-76 study

The Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP) announced today that the Navy will retain in house performance of the administrative support function at the headquarters in Mechanicsburg, Pa.  This decision is the result of a competitive study conducted in accordance with streamlined cost comparison procedures of Office of Management and Budget Circular A-76.

The NAVSUP study included a review of 18 civilian positions that perform a variety of administrative support functions throughout the activity.  Reductions achieved by attrition and reorganization enabled the activity to conduct a cost comparison using the streamlined study procedures. The decision to retain the operation in house was made after the streamlined cost comparison indicated it was more cost effective to continue to perform these functions with 11 government personnel.


NAVSUP's primary mission is to provide U.S. naval forces with quality supplies and services. With headquarters in Mechanicsburg, Pa., and employing a worldwide work force of more than 9,000 military and civilian personnel, NAVSUP oversees logistics programs in the areas of supply operations, conventional ordnance, contracting, resale, fuel, transportation, and security assistance.  In addition, NAVSUP is responsible for quality of life issues for our naval forces, including food service, postal services, Navy Exchanges, and movement of household goods.
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
