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eBusiness Office seeks Navy and Marine Corps pilot projects

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The Department of the Navy (DON) eBusiness Operations Office is calling for pilot project proposals from Navy and Marine Corps commands and activities to develop and implement innovative eBusiness solutions to improve business processes and quality of work or life. 

The DON eBusiness Operations Office will provide funding and consultative services for eBusiness pilots. The purpose of the pilot projects is to critically evaluate the latest technologies being used in the public and private sectors and demonstrate their viability and usefulness across the full range of Navy and Marine Corps functional areas. The goal for pilot initiatives is to quickly demonstrate a proof of concept, generally within 90 days or less. The pilot submission and selection process will be conducted via the internet.

Pilot nominations may be submitted to the DON eBusiness Operations Office web site, www.DON-ebusiness.navsup.navy.mil, and should be received by 30 November 2000. This initial "pilot call" will identify a first pool of candidates, however, activities are encouraged to continue to submit their pilot ideas at anytime for future funding consideration.

Submitting activities should designate an eBusiness coordinator for pilot submission to ensure nominations have major claimant support.
