NAVAIR SPS-I Quick Reference


In order to make sure every required contract reaches STARS, the following reference has been created.  For any further questions about SPS-I please contact your Site System Administrator or the SPS Project Office Administrators.

SPS-I Dos

1. SPS-I does look for Delivery Orders (DOs) cut against a SF 26.

2. The PIIN number must be in the following format:

111111-22-3-4444

(The number and definition listed below correspond with the number and placement in the example above.)

1. Purchasing Office UIC (6 characters)

2. Fiscal Year of PIIN assignment (2 characters)

3. Contract Type Indicator (1 character)

4. PIIN Serial Number (4 characters)

5. All Vendor Zip Codes must be in either a 5 digit (22033) or a 9 digit (22033-5130) format.

6. All Vendor Phone Numbers must be in one of the following formats:  Data is not required in this field for the Interface to work correctly.

a) (703) 123-4567X1234 (with an extension)

b) 703-123-4567

c) 7031234567

7. All award discounts must be entered using the Shift + Double Click pop-up screen.

8. The US Dollar currency must be chosen under the Line Items menu tab.

9. Detail Tab—SPS-I looks at PRICED Contract Line Items (CLINs) only.

Priced CLINs are defined by being marked Priced in the CLIN Type field and by

having a Quantity and a Unit Price greater than 0 in the Item Calculation field.

10. Detail Tab—All Line Items must have a MILSTRIP.

The MILSRIP should must use this format—UIC (6 characters) + Date (YDDD) + Serial Number (4 or 5 characters).  If a MILSRIP does not exist the Requisition number should be used.  The requisition number will be the same as the PR number, as long as it follows the format listed above.
Description Tab—The NSN must be inputted like this XXXX-XX-XXX-XXXX or XXXXXXXXXXXXX.  This is not a required field, and can left blank if there is not an NSN. 

11. Funding Tab—All Line Items must be funded at the CLIN level.

Each Standard Funding Strip must follow this format:

8. Property Accounting Code [FAA] (6 characters)

9. Country Code (2 characters)

Default Code = 00

The * indicates one space.  After each funding strip is entered the Cost Code field must also be filled in.

Each DBOF Funding Strip must follow this format:

5. DBOF Office Code (11 characters)

6. DBOF Object Class Code (6 characters)

7. DBOF Fiscal Accounting Station (6 characters)

8. DBOF Activity (4 characters)

The * indicates one space.
11. Line Item Local Info Tab—The Fund Code/Remit To local line item.  This is not a required field for the Financial Interface to work.

(The number and definition listed below correspond with the number and placement in the example above.)

1. Chargeable Fund Code—a code used to indicate the specific funds to be charged.

2. Original Fund Code—the fund code submitted by the requisitioner on the requisition document.

3. Fund Modification Indicator—identifies if the funding line was modified.  When the funds on the award are different from the funds on the original requisition, enter a ‘Y’ here.

4. Remit To—identifies where a payment is to be mailed if an address other than the awarded supplier’s address is given.  Either the 5 digit CAGE code or the 9 digit DUNS number of the Remit To address should be entered.

SPS-I Don’ts

SPS-I does not do—Optional CLINs

         Exhibit Line Items (ELINs) 

For the SPS-I interface, the funding can only be captured at the CLIN/SLIN level.  If you are using ELINs, the user will have to price the total of all the ELINs at the SLIN level.
