1.  PRs showing up on workload detail report and/or WIP report

Several of you have contacted the FISC Puget SPS help desk regarding PRs that are appearing on your workload detail report and/or WIP report.  The reason that they appear on the reports is that the workload assignment still believes that it is active even though many of the PRs have been cancelled.  In addition, we have discovered that many of the PRs just were never attached to the award document.  Many of these appear to be for data requirements that have no funding indicated.  We have contacted the AMS SPS help desk to request a script to find these PRs and a subsequent script to correctly associate the PR with the award.  When a “fix” is received, we will let you know.

2. Vendor input, revisions, & approval

At this time, the Functional SPS group performs all vendor input, revisions, & approval. No other personnel are to input or revise any data within the vendor database.  Roberta Morris with K.Lynn Fournier as her backup will input the data required for approval of your vendor.  Vendors must be CCR registered prior to approval and the information (name, address, etc.) reflected in your award must be exactly the same as the data in the CCR database.  The information required for input or revision of a vendor was provided as an attachment to our newsletter #1.

FYI – If a contractor registers or revises their registration through the internet, it takes 48 hours for the new or revised registration to be effective.  If the contractor registers or revises their registration by fax or mail, it takes 7 – 10 business days for the new or revised registration to be effective. 

3. Funding Strips

There appears to be a large number of errors in the funding strips that have been saved into SPS.   One area that stands out as containing an excessive number of typographical errors and/or other miscellaneous errors are the funding strips beginning 1701804 70BB 000 68438 . . .  Roberta has been going through the funding strips deleting those that are obviously wrong; however, due to the number of saved funding strips in the system, this is an enormous task.  Funding strips save into our system forever and caution must be taken to not save funding strips that are wrong.  If you are inputting a funding strip and after saving realize that it contains an error, please notify Roberta so she can delete the funding strip for you.  If you are responsible for inputting the funding strips and feel that you need some additional training, please let us know and we can provide some guidance for you.

4. Workload Assignment Completion Element Selection

When workload assigning work, be sure that the correct element for clearing the workload assignment is chosen in the “Assigned Items” box.  The action type should be “Approve”. 

5. Using the scroll wheel on the Microsoft Mouse

Don’t use the wheel on the Microsoft mouse to scroll through a document.  It can cause a General Protection Fault.

6. Work around for preparing a multi-mod (a mod which modifies multiple contracts)

If you do a multi-mod, the contracts affected by the multi-mod appear to have lost their CLINs.  You need to go to the line item detail, where the CLINs will appear, do any sort of editing, and the CLINs will reappear.

7. Scrolling within the Document

Scrolling though a document by clicking on the down arrow at the bottom of the scroll bar causes a memory leak.  Clicking in the scroll bar to move down the document does not cause the same problem.  Some testers received “out of memory” errors and investigation showed that they had navigated using the lower right arrow.
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
