Mail addressed to a domestic destination which DOES NOT
need the added protection that registered mail provides tor
valuable and important mail may be sent as CERTIFIED MAIL.

The receipt for mailing and signature upon delivery for certified

mail are similar to those of registered mail. The cost is con-
siderably less for CERTIFIED MAIL, since the movement of

certified mail is not monitored from the point ot acceptance to the
point of delivery. Consult your postmaster for further information.
