Cashless solution for the high seas. When out at sea, or stationed thousands of miles from home, personal money management tends to be quite complicated. Navy CashSM * provides a practical alternative to checks, cash, and credit cards. The Navy Cash Card, introduced by the Naval Supply Systems Command and developed by JPMorgan, uses a computer chip (e-purse) to store value for purchases made onboard the ship, and a magnetic strip for debit purchases and Automated Teller Machine (ATM) account access. Naval personnel can use the e-purse feature to buy items at point-of-sale terminals in the onboard store, as well as in recreational areas and at vending and game machines. The card's debit feature allows for cash withdrawals at more than 529,000 ATMs worldwide, or purchases wherever MasterCard® is accepted. The Navy Cash program is currently being piloted with 170 crew members of the USS Rentz, a fast frigate. The next ship to launch Navy Cash will hold more than 5,000 crew members and will sail in October.
