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     As we have pressed successfully to streamline our inventories, the transportation function within the supply chain has become increasingly important.  Developing more responsive and flexible distribution strategies, tracking in-transit material, and ensuring timely delivery to our customers are keys to the accomplishment of our strategic plan.      

     As the Navy’s supply chain managers, the Supply Corps must maintain the proficiency of our transportation specialists (1304 designators) continually leverage developments in new transportation technologies, and as a community ensure replenishment and growth of our knowledge base. 

     Acknowledging the importance of this issue, I have directed the establishment of a Supply Corps Transportation Subspecialty Working Group to be comprised of a select group of volunteers from the Supply Corps’ transportation professional community and to be chaired by the Commanding Officer of the Navy Transportation Support Center (NAVTRANS).  The group’s charter is to review and make recommendations for promoting transportation knowledge in general and for maintaining transportation proficiency for Supply Corps Officers with a 1304 subspecialty throughout the Supply Corps.

      The group will meet initially 28 February and will provide me with recommendations by the end of May.  The result of this group’s efforts will be published in a future “Flash.”
