    FLASH 12-00 announced changes to our Sea Board process.  This FLASH outlines the procedures for applying for the FY 2001 Commander Sea Board.

    The FY 2001 Sea Board will convene on 23 October 2000.  Thirty officers will be selected to fill twenty projected ship billets rolling in calendar year 2001.  Officers will be assigned to ships based on detailing priorities, qualifications and officer preferences.  Those officers not immediately assigned to sea in 2001 are available to fill any emergent requirements during the year.  They will go to sea no later than calendar year 2002 and need not re-apply for sea duty.  

    Those officers desiring to serve at sea who are promoted to Commander by 1 September 2000, and not yet in zone for Captain in January 2001 (the FY02 Captain Board) may submit letter requests to the President of the Board no later than 30 September 2000.  The Junior officer eligible to submit a request is CDR (sel) John J. Landry, DOR: 1 SEP 2000, lineal number: 02598365.  The Senior officer eligible to submit a request is CDR Eric G. Wilson, DOR: 1 DEC 1996, lineal number: 00866415.  Since the promotion zone for the FY02 Captain Board (convening January 2001) is not yet set, the senior officer eligible to apply is based on the latest information available.  Any officers in this eligibility group who are subsequently identified as in zone for selection to Captain will be individually notified.

    A sample request letter will be provided on the NAVSUP-OP Web page (http://www.bupers.navy.mil/pers4412/index.htm) by 15 August 2000.  Officers desiring to submit preferences based on the below projected ships rolling may provide them by E-Mail to P4412r@persnet.navy.mil.
