PCPN 8 – Section 508 Training Update

PURPOSE:   This PCPN updates the additional training requirement for Purchase Card cardholders.
OVERVIEW:  PCPN-16, released October 29, 2004, required additional training on Section 508 for Purchase Card cardholders from the Section 508 website. 
NEW POLICY:
Purchase Card cardholders are no longer required to take the “Micro-purchases and Section 508” course.  The information presented in the “Micro-purchases and Section 508” course has been incorporated in the Department of Navy cardholder training available on our website at https://www.navsup.navy.mil/ccpmd.  Select ‘Purchase Card’ and then choose the ‘Training’ tab to locate the training.
ADD Chapter 5, 26, ll to state:
Section 508 - Micro-purchases of electronic and information technologies (EIT), except when part of a weapon system, that are made using the Government Purchase Card must be compliant with Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, which states that Federal agencies' must accommodate the needs of people with disabilities.

There are two websites that will help cardholders comply with Section 508 requirements.  The website at www.buyaccessible.gov is a web-based tool to help users determine and document Section 508 requirements.  The website at www.section508.gov provides information and training on Section 508 compliance.  

Navy "Combat" and "Combat Surface" ships do not have to comply with the requirements in Section 508. Nor do subsurface boats. Combat platforms are exempt under "National Security" exemptions. Combat platforms are considered outside of the requirements of Section 508. The law applies mostly to "non-combat" related applications and systems (administrative, logistic, legal, financial, etc.).

The combat weapons platform, i.e., the Ship and it's components are exempted from Section 508 under the National Security exemptions. In the spirit of the law, Congress did not envision combat systems, i.e. combat ships to comply with Section 508. The intent of Congress was to assure "equal access". It was not envisioned that active duty Soldiers, Sailors, Marines, and Air Men would need equal access. Those with these types of disabilities are not normally found onboard combat ships. However, every effort should be taken to acquire accessible copier, fax, video, etc. This will aid GSA in their effort for "all" of government to purchase accessible equipment and software. 

Authority: 29 U.S.C. 794d Subpart A - General § 1194.3 General exceptions.

(a) This part does not apply to any electronic and information technology operated by agencies, the function, operation, or use of which involves intelligence activities, cryptologic activities related to national security, command and control of military forces, equipment that is an integral part of a weapon or weapons system, or systems which are critical to the direct fulfillment of military or intelligence missions. Systems which are critical to the direct fulfillment of military or intelligence missions do not include a system that is to be used for routine administrative and business applications (including payroll, finance, logistics, and personnel management applications).
