PCPN 2 (updated) – Hazardous Materials

THIS PCPN APPLIES TO APPROPRIATED AND NON-APPROPRIATED FUNDS ACTIVITIES.

PCPN - 2 replaces Chapter 5, Section 15 in NAVSUP 4200.99

Purchase cardholders are authorized to purchase hazardous materials under the following scenarios provided in (a), (b), (c), and (d) below:

a. Personnel assigned to properly established HAZMAT Centers who have been trained in receipt; inspection, acceptance and disposal of hazardous materials are authorized to use their purchase card to procure hazardous materials.

b. Purchase cardholders who are supported by base Hazardous Materials Minimization (HAZMIN) Centers that are contractor owned or operated or otherwise managed and operated by a contractor are authorized to purchase hazardous materials at these specific facilities and in accordance with local guidance.

c.  Personnel using properly established HAZMAT centers where actual requisitions (forms/signatures required) are processed through the HAZMAT center (actual material is physically routed through the HAZMAT center for bar coding and processing) however, the funding is maintained at the local activity level.

d. Common Use HAZMAT.  For the purpose of this instruction, commonly used HAZMAT means hazardous materials or products that are customarily sold to the general public to be used for non-governmental purposes (commercial products) which are in the same size and packaging found commercially.  Examples of those materials or products include those required on a routine basis to meet daily operational needs, such as, lubricants, batteries, toner cartridges, detergents, etc. However, this is list is not all-inclusive.  Consult with your HAZMAT center to review the Authorized Use List (AUL).

All purchases of hazardous materials including common use HAZMAT shall comply with the following procedures:

1. The end user/cardholder must comply with established local base or activity procedures for the procurement and use of HAZMAT.  Such procedures shall, at a minimum, require screening the requested material against the activity’s AUL and approval by the designated HAZMAT official.  A contractor-provided Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) and/or Radioactive Seal Source and Device Registry (SSDR) Data Sheet for the device containing radioactive material has to be provided to the designated HAZMAT official.

Examples of devices that may contain radiological sources that require approval prior to ordering include:

· Lead paint analyzers which use Cobalt 57 

· Photo ionization detectors/Flame ionization detectors

· Smoke detectors which may contain Americium 241 and Radium 226 

· Radiation Detection Indication and Computation, (RADIAC)

· Chemical Warfare Agent detection equipment (e.g., APD 2000 and Improved Chemical Agent Monitor (ICAM) which often contain Nickel 63 or require a check source such as Cesium 137 

· Other Warfare Agent Detection Equipment (e.g., GID-3s, SABRE 4000)

· Sight vision equipment (e.g., Cammenga Inc. compasses, Trijicon reflex rifle sights containing tritium). 

If designated by local policy, radioactive material will be coordinated and approved by the Radiation Safety Officer (RSO).  In accordance with 29CFR1910, a Hazardous Chemical is defined as any element, compound, or mixture of elements and/or compounds which is a physical hazard or a health hazard to include radioactive elements such as Nickel 63 (Ni-63), Cesium 137 (Cs-137), Strontium 90 (Sr-90), Cobalt 57 (CO-57), and Americium 241 (Am-241). (The cardholder shall not procure materials not listed on the activity AUL).

2. The cardholder shall make available the appropriate MSDS or SSDR to the product user.

3. The cardholder shall notify the HAZMAT coordinator of receipt of hazardous materials or if designated by local policy the RSO; and 

4. In the event the HAZMAT official is the RSO, the vendor will be instructed that changes in the material approved under this purchase is not permitted and the shipping container must be labeled in accordance with direction in the Hazard Communication Standard (29CFR 1910.1200-et.seq.) or the regulations of the Department of Transportation published in 49 CFR Chapter 1 for radioactive materials.
