PURPOSE:   This PCPN updates the ‘Additional Information’ provided in PCPN 7. 
OVERVIEW:  The initial release of PCPN 7 stated that the UNICOR/FPI requirement had not changed with the increase of the micro-purchase threshold for supplies.  Effective immediately, UNICOR/FPI has increased their limit to $3,000.

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NEW POLICY:  
Updated sections for NAVSUPINST 4200.99 are as follows:

Chapter 5, section 12:  Change :

“Acquisitions From Federal Prison Industries (FPI/UNICOR). FAR Part 8 has designated UNICOR as a mandatory government source of supply for items over $2,500 that purchase CHs must consider in acquiring supplies and services. The blanket waiver threshold was increased from $25 to $2,500. This means that contracting officers are no longer required to purchase products and services from FPI schedules that are at or below $2,500.”

“Acquisitions from Federal Prison Industries (FPI/UNICOR).  UNICOR has been identified as a mandatory government source of supply for items over $3,000.  Purchases from FPI/UNICOR over $3,000 should be screened by a contracting officer per policy set in NAVSUP memo 4200  210/8001  08-01 dated Oct 5, 2007.
