PCPN 27 – REMOVAL OF REQUIREMENT TO FILE OGE FORM 450
Released 19 November 2010
THIS PCPN APPLIES TO DON GOVERNMENT PURCHASE CARD PROGRAM PERSONNEL.

PURPOSE:   This PCPN removes the OGE Form 450 filing requirement from NAVSUPINST 4200.99 and provides an update to the Ethics training requirement.    

OVERVIEW:  Currently, NAVSUPINST 4200.99 requires that all CHs who purchase over $100,000 in a fiscal year, and all AOs who approve over $100,000 in purchases in a fiscal year, file an OGE Form 450 and take local annual ethics training.  The Naval Audit Service recommended NAVSUPINST 4200.99 be revised so filing requirements for an OGE Form 450 be consistent with the requirements of Advisory Number 07-02 issued by the DoD Standards of Conduct Office.  In summary, this Advisory states that “if an individual has three levels of review, or even just one level of review that is rather extensive, he or she would not be required to file”.   Because of extensive reviews associated with using the purchase card, the requirement to file an OGE Form 450 is being removed from NAVSUPINST 4200.99.  The requirement for ethics training has been revised to require completion of DON online ethics training upon appointment to the program and annually each year.  
UPDATED POLICY:  NAVSUPINST 4200.99 Chapter 1, Section 8, paragraph d changed as follows: 

d. Ethics training.  DON online ethics training is required upon appointment to the purchase card program and annually each year.  All ethics questions should be directed to the local DON Office of General Counsel and/or next higher-level APC.
ACTION REQUIRED:  
(1) Replace Chapter 1, 8, d of NAVSUPINST 4200.99 with the language under Updated Policy above:  “d. Ethics training….”

(2) DON Purchase Card Program participants will complete the DON online ethics training (https://donogc.navy.mil/Ethics) upon appointment and annually each year.  
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
