PCPN 17 – Spiral II for Office Supplies (Implementing Guidance for DON on Office Supply Policy)

THIS PCPN APPLIES ONLY TO APPROPRIATED FUND ACTIVITIES.
PURPOSE:   This PCPN updates the current policy on the usage of DoD eMall for Office Supplies.
OVERVIEW:  With the release of the NAVSUP memo dated 01 February 2008, DON DoD eMall shoppers are directed to restrict office supply purchases to either the ‘Navy Contracts’ or the ‘Federal Strategic Sourcing’ corridors.  This does not affect OCONUS, deployed activities, or those NAVSEA activities with a DoD eMall waiver in place.
REFERENCES:   
NAVSUP memo, “Implementing Guidance for Department of the Navy Acquisition Policy on Office Supplies (Spiral II)”, 01 FEB 08 states that DON shoppers should review the Navy contracts corridor first.  Only if the product cannot be located from vendors on either the Navy Contracts corridor or the Federal Strategic Sourcing corridor should the search be expanded to all of DoD eMall.  
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NEW POLICY:  
Chapter 5, 26. – ADD paragraph ‘kk’ to read: DoD eMall/Office Supplies – 
All DON purchases of office supplies are limited to the various contracting vehicles available on the DoD eMall, the base supply stores (ServMarts), or the FISC San Diego indefinite delivery contracts (virtual offices supply contract).  When using the DoD eMall, purchases are restricted to either the ‘Navy Contracts’ or the ‘Federal Strategic Sourcing’ corridors.  Only if the product cannot be located from vendors on either the Navy Contracts corridor or the Federal Strategic Sourcing corridor should the search be expanded to all of DoD eMall.  
General Services Administration Federal Supply Schedule 75, Special Item Number 200, defines Office Supplies as commercially available off-the-shelf office items. A sampling of examples include: binders, clips and fasteners, staplers, pencils, pens, paper, printer and toner cartridges, calendars, pads, notebooks, desk accessories, filing supplies, post-it notes, scissors, tape, waste containers, and data storage media. (Compact Discs (CD), diskettes, digital tape).  


ACTION REQUIRED:  

Effective immediately, CHs will limit their searches on DoD eMall to the ‘Navy Contracts’ and ‘Federal Strategic Sourcing’ corridors.

1. Reference (a) established the Department of Navy (DON)
Office Supply Strategic Sourcing Sclution and designated the
Naval Supply Systems Command (NAVSUP) as the DON Strategic
Scurcing Executive Agent. The Navy’s Office Supply Policy
directed Navy office supply purchases to the DOD EMALL, base
supply stores (ServMarts), and the existing FISC 3an Diego
indefinite delivery contracts. This was the Navy’s first step
towards managing the Navy’s sourcing solutions for office
supplies., The next step in this initiative seeks to leverage
Navy purchasing power by focusing on a smaller vendor base.
Therefore, effective immediately, Navy DOD EMALIL shoppers are
directed to restrict cffice supply purchases tc either the “Navy
Contracts” cor the “Federal Strategic Sourcing” corridors.

2. Over the past two years, the Navy office supply policy has
allowed purchases of cffice supplies from over three hundred DCD
EMALL venders who had catalogs, schedules or Blanket Purchasing
Agreements hosted on the DOD EMALL. Shoppers could search using
the criteria “All DOD EMALL.” But the large number of vendors
did not efficiently leverage spend and in many cases made
product searches burdenscme for shoppers.

3. Selecting the “Navy Contracts” and “Federal Strateqgic
Sourcing” corridors will allow shoppers to work with a smaller
set of search results. After accessing the DOD EMALL through
www.emall.dla.mil, select the Navy or FSSI Office Supply
corridors using the pull down menu on the left side of the
screen under “Change Corridors.” The Navy corridor includes
the FISC San Diego Virtual ServMart contracts. The Federal
Strategic Sourcing corridor includes thirteen (13) Blanket
Purchase Agreements (BPAs) for Office Supplies which were
recently established by GSA as a result of the Federal Strategic
Sourcing Initiative Team’s work. The listing of the BPAs is
provided as Enclosure (1).

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4, This implementing guidance does not impact OCONUS or
deployed activities, specific NAVSEA activities previously
granted walivers from the DOD EMALL office supply peolicy, or
limit the use of base supply stores (ServMart). MILSTRIP
requisitions may continue to be processed through the normal DOD
EMALL MILSTRIP sources.

5. DOD EMALL Shoppers should review the Navy contracts corridor
first. As a rule, requirements that can satisfied with the Navy
IDIQ contracts do not require further compariscn or competition.
Otherwise if items are nct available from the Navy IDIQ contract
vendors, or if pricing is questioned, shoppers should continue
with comparisons of pricing and availability of similar items in
the Federal Strategic Sourcing corrider. Only if the product
cannot be located from vendors on these two corridors should the
search be expanded to “ALL DOD EMALL.”
